When is the best time to plant?

Spring flowering bulbs are extremely hardy. If you are
planting in the ground the soil temperature should be
around 2 degrees Celsius.

For best results, we recommend planting these bulbs
about 2 weeks before the first heavy frost, in most parts
of Canada this is late September to early October. This
will give the bulbs enough time to make roots before
winter sets in. If you are planting in containers you will
want to plant the bulbs by December so that they can
experience a long enough cold period.

After Flowering Maintenance
